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  Monuments

Washington D.C. is a city with numerous monuments.  Some of the monuments vary greatly in their sizes, shapes, and formats.  The Washington Monument is a giant stone structure; the Vietnam Monument is a marble wall with thousands of names engraved into it; the Lincoln Memorial is a large, beautiful structure with a statue of Lincoln with inscriptions engraved into the marble.  The city hosts numerous other monuments.
Your problem is to design a monument dedicated to someone or something.  It may be real, fictitious, humorous, serious, living, dead, etc.  You have complete freedom to choose the subject for dedication of your team’s monument.  You are to make a sketch and/or model of the monument with the materials provided.  You will select any number of team members to make a five minute presentation of your monument to the entire audience.  You may describe, justify your selection, advertise, or present your design in any way.

For each team:

1 trash bag containing:  1 piece of string, 30 feet long, 1 piece of yarn, 15 feet long, 1 ribbon, 3 feet long, 4 poster boards, 10 sheets of construction paper assorted colors

1 Paper Bag containing:  Assorted magic markers (6) assorted crayons (6), small scissors, 1 razor blade, crepe paper, 12 feet, 1 tube glue, 1 piece of tape, 10 feet long, 15 rubber bands, assorted tissues, 1 sponge, 100 toothpicks.
